Call to order and welcome
	Presented by Victoria

Victoria welcomed everyone and emphasized that the meeting was to focus on the presentation and the approval of the 2015/16 budget

Executive members introduced themselves to the CPAC members at large, incl. a brief description of their responsibilities

One proxy was reviewed and accepted

	Presentation of the 2014/15 budget
	Presented by Julie Taylor 

Gaming grant was approved in the amount of $6,920

The fundraising goal was lowered to $34,000 due to introducing the fundraising cheque drive and the potential uncertainty associated with it

Expenses: classroom funds increased to $300 per class; Educational programs amount to $5,500

Memories of Carisbrooke, a newly introduced PAC fund to supplement regular curriculum, amounts to $23,000; Victoria explained that to date some funds have been allocated for Gr1 bags, for the two murals, for intermediate drama workshops, the friendship bench and that enhancements to the forested area by Kindergarten classes are being proposed

Total budgeted expenses are at  $44,880

Discussion: Anne Hentze inquired about the possibility to increase funds for the Gardening Group; the group spent no money last year; this year the group is already over budget and is likely to spend another $150 for flower-bed improvements; the wood in the flower beds is coming apart and a couple of people will try to fix them as they are; Anne will have someone assess how many more years the wooden borders will last, but they may also present an upcoming cost; Victoria recommended that the gardening budget be doubled for this year and agreed the budget for the wooden beams be included in next year’s budget or as necessary

	School Update
	Presented by Wayne Mitchell

New curriculum: The curriculum implementation will be dedicated to the new curriculum that focuses on learning processes as opposed to content; attention will be paid to indigenous culture and ways to include their legacy in meaningful ways 

Orange Shirt Day: Orange Shirt Day in commemoration of victims of residential schools worked well, was respectful and fostered a lot of conversations that were tailored to the elementary school children

Staff collaboration: Staff collaboration this year focuses on the Carisbrooke citizen; Mr. Mitchells stressed that this year’s kids’ behaviour has been outstanding; Gr7 have shown up as leaders and there are more ideas on how to support their leadership, e.g., in peer counselling, so that they can excel; Gr3s took on Kindergarteners care at the playground and loved being acknowledged; Gr5 outdoor school was a success (the kids’ bear aware knowledge was useful esp. when a bear came down and fished out a salmon)

Conferences: Parent/teacher conferences are to wrap up on Oct 22nd; it’s a good opportunity to come in and get ideas about how children are doing before report cards come in

Upcoming events: 

Halloween Howl: thanks to Mrs. Inglis, the kids will sing with Norman Foot on Oct 22nd
Halloween Dance will be exciting esp. for the Gr7 Haunted House

Basketball tournament both for boys and girls; Gr 6 boys basketball will start up after Christmas

Remembrance Day assembly; Nadya Rickard’s class will focus on a personal connection as the event continues to demonstrate respect

Christmas Concert should be a sell-out again

	Updates on fundraising and Halloween Dance

Cheque drive: We haven’t launched the cheque drive, to date we are at $4,500 out of the expected $13,000; the drive will officially launch in November

Halloween: The organizing for Halloween Dance is up and running; a lot of notices have gone out and the online sales have been on par with the usual numbers; the decorating committee will come in the morning of the day of the Halloween Dance; all other items to be organized are in progress



	Other
	Victoria opened the floor to questions

Sex Ed: A question was raised for Wayne Mitchell regarding Sex Education with Saleema Noon as the last Sex Ed was organized 4 years ago; Wayne responded that the issue had been raised by the PAC; there are several options in place: Second Step for Gr 1-5, though Kindergarten program is also available; Safe Teen for Gr 6-7, which also continues into high school; the District has vetted Saleema Noon as a speaker; her talk is likely planned for Apr 25th and the school will fund the program; Saleema Noon will be a part of the series both for parents and for the children; Victoria had suggested to invite her to the PAC meeting in addition to a general information session; at the PAC session, Saleema would provide the parents an overview of what she will teach the children; this would help parents be ready to answer the children’s questions; it is yet to be decided if Saleema is to come to all classes or just to the intermediates; there was a discussion on Saleema coming to the school every year; Saleema’s I-guy/I-girl program can be booked just before kids are off for the summer; Mrs. Walsh will take on SexEd throughout the year
